Coaches will be able to drop students off on campus however there is NO coach
parking available on site. Coaches will need to make their way to South
Winchester Park and Ride or Worthy Lane Coach Park for the duration of the
visit. Coaches will be given a designated pick up time and should not arrive
before this time. Timings and coach passes will be given directly to the
schools/colleges.

Unfortunately we CANNOT offer on campus parking for visitors, we suggest the
following:

South Winchester Park and Ride.

Accessed from Junction 11 of the M3 the South Winchester Park and Ride
provides the best access to the University. Alight at either of the Hospital Bus
Stops on Romsey Road and walk through the hospital grounds to the University.
Please make your way to Main Reception on King Alfred Campus where a
member of staff will direct you to the registration point.
