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Farnborough International Exhibition & Conference Centre can be accessed via four train stations: Farnborough Main, Farnborough
North, North Camp and Aldershot.

Farnborough Main is served by Southwest Trains and sits on a mainline to London Waterloo. There is typically six trains per hour and
journey times as fast as 34 minutes. This station is 1.5 miles from the venue, 5 minutes by taxi.

Farnborough North and North Camp are served by First Great Western and located within a 10-minute taxi ride from the venue.

Aldershot is served by Southwest Trains and offers direct services to London Waterloo and Guildford. The station is a 10-minute taxi
ride from the venue.
